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	Line segment that extends from one vertex of a triangle to the midpoint of the opposite side

	altitude
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	Line segment that extends from one vertex of a triangle perpendicular to the opposite side

	right bisector
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	Perpendicular line passing through the midpoint of a side of a triangle 

	centroid
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	The point where the three medians of a triangle meet

	orthocentre
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	The point where the three altitudes of a triangle meet

	circumcentre
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	The point where the three right bisectors of a triangle meet

	parallelogram
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	A quadrilateral with both pairs of opposite sides equal (two pairs of parallel sides)

	rectangle
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	A parallelogram with four right angles

	rhombus
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	A parallelogram with four equal sides

	square
