 1)   Draw a picture on a coordinate graph.


 2)   Simplify the drawing so that you can assign (x, y) coordinates for each part of the drawing.


 3)   On your original drawing, print a set of coordinates for EACH dot on your drawing.  


 4)   On another sheet of paper, list just the coordinates for your drawing, including when to “END LINE”. These should be done in the order needed to create the drawing by connecting the dots to the “END LINE”s as you go.


NOTE: YOU MUST HAVE AT LEAST THIRTY (30) points in your Cartesian cartoon. You may have more but not less!!!
